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A form of H3824; the heart; also used (figuratively) very widely for the
feelings, the will and even the intellect; likewise for the centre of anything: -

+ care for, comfortably, consent, X considered, courag [-eous], friend [-ly],



([broken-], [hard-], [merry-], [stiff-], [stout-], double) heart ([-ed]), X heed,
X1, kindly, midst, mind (-ed), X regard ([-ed)], X themselves, X unawares,

understanding, X well, willingly, wisdom.

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but they should make such a moderate use of all their enjoyments, that
they may not be confounded in the day of judgment. But, O young man, if
thou wilt follow the propensities of thy own heart, the noisy mirth of the
fool, and the dissipation of the profligate - go on; take thy full swing; but
take this with thee, that “for all these things, God will judge thee;” and if the

righteous are scarcely saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear?



Wherefore "these things" may respect either; and the consideration of a
future judgment should influence the lives of men, and engage them both to
perform acts of piety and religion in youth, and throughout the whole of life,

and to shun and avoid everything that is evil.
