A new analysis reveals that global water scareity is a far greater
problem than previously thought, affecting 4 billion people—two-
thirds of the world’s population—and will be “one of the most
difficult and important challenges of this century.”

Previous analyses looked at water scarcity at an annual scale and
had found that water scarcity affected between 1.7 and 3.1 billion
people. The new study, published Friday in the journal Science
Advances, assessed water scarcity on a monthly basis, more fully
capturing the specific times of year when it could be an issue.

Two new NASA studies led by researchers from the University of California Irvine and published Tuesday
show that the depletion of global groundwater resources, due to the dueling impacts of global warming and
growing human demand, has caused the world's water supply to drop to dangerous levels.

The first report compares statistical analysis of water withdrawal to GRACE satellite analysis, which
measures variations in gravity on the Earth's surface, between January 2003 and December 2013. The study
