Your beauty, O King Messiah, surpasses that of ordinary men. The spirit of
prophecy has been bestowed upon your lips; therefore the Lord has
blessed you forever. Gird your sword upon your thigh, O mighty one, it is
your glory and your splendor. And your splendor is great. Because of this
you shall ride victoriously on the streets of the kingdom in behalf of faith,
truth, humility, and righteousness. And the Lord shall teach you to perform

awesome deeds with your right hand, Your arrows are drawn, nations shall



fall under you. And your arrows shall be sent into the heart of the King’s
enemies. Thy throne of glory, O Lord, endures forever and ever; a scepter
of righteousness is the scepter of Thy Kingdom.
