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Velikovsky quotes excerpts from the works of several of these historians
to demonstrate the similarities with Egyptian accounts of the Hyk-sos:

“The Amalekites reached Syria and Egypt and took possession of these
lands, and the ty—rants of Syria and the Pharaohs of Egypt were of their
origin”;

“An Amalekite king, el-Welid, son of Douma, arrived from Syria, invaded
Egypt, conquered it, seized the throne and occupied it without opposition,
his life long”;

“When this conqueror came to Syria, he heard rumors about Egypt. He
sent there one of his servants named Ouna, with a great host of
warriors. EI-Welid oppressed the inhabitants, seized their possessions
and drew forth all the treasures he could find™;

“The Amalekites invaded Egypt, the frontier of which they had already
crossed, and started to ravage the country . . . to smash the objects of

art, to ruin the monuments”;
