SOLUTION: The obvious solution is that, like the later kings of Israel,
there were overlapping reigns. In other words, while some of the land was
under oppression by a foreign ruler, other parts may have been delivered by
a judge of Israel. Furthermore, it was common for a ruler to claim the whole
year when he reigned only a part of it. Thus, the same year would be counted

by different judges.
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
