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Ohad, is omitted in the places referred to, he dying without children,

(namely Ohad, mentioned Exo_6:15) was extinct in the wilderness. 



The third son, Ohad, is omitted even in Num_26:12 in the list of the families 

of Simeon, at the numbering of the people in the fortieth year of the journey 

through the wilderness, clearly only because the posterity of Ohad had died 

out, 

OHAD (PERSON) [Heb ˒ohad (אָהַד)]. He was the third of the six sons of 

Simeon (Gen 46:10; Exod 6:15). Ohad was the grandson of Jacob and Leah, 

and his name is mentioned in the genealogical list of the people who 

descended with Jacob to Egypt at the invitation of Joseph at the time of a 

severe famine in the land of Canaan (Gen 46:8–27). Ohad’s name does not 

appear in the parallel genealogical lists of the descendants of Simeon in 

Num 26:12 and 1 Chr 4:24. Cheyne (EncBib, 3460) explained this omission 

by saying that the name Ohad comes from a dittography of “Zohar,” 

Simeon’s fifth son. Keil (1951: 372) explained the omission of Ohad’s name 

in the parallel genealogical lists by saying that Ohad died without fathering 

children.
