who led the excavation. The discovery appears to validate a Bible

passage, she says.

The tenth—century B.C. wall is 230 feet (70 meters) long and about 6
meters (20 feet) tall. It stands along what was then the edge of
Jerusalem—between the Temple Mount, still Jerusalem's paramount
landmark, and the ancient City of David, today a modern—day Arab

neighborhood called Silwan.

The stone barrier is part of a defensive complex that includes a
gatehouse, an adjacent building, and a guard tower, which has been
only partially excavated, according to Eilat Mazar, who led the dig for

the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

Over the years, the structures have been partially demolished—their
building materials scavenged for later structures—and what remained

was buried under rubble, Mazar said.

The Bible's First Book of Kings—widely believed to have been written

centuries after the time period in question—says Solomon, king of



Israel, built a defensive wall in Jerusalem. The new discovery is the

first archaeological evidence of this structure, Mazar says.

Hebrew University archaeologists found an 18-foot high, 21(0-foot
long section of a wall built in the time of King Solomon and probably
at his direction. It is in the Ophel area between the City of David and

the Temple Mount’s southern wall.
