Double-stunner: Stargazers to see total lunar
eclipse, super moon in 1 night, first in 30 years

Sky watchers are getting ready for an extremely rare astronomical highlight of the
season: a total lunar eclipse and a super moon that will happen simultaneously.

The stunning show will be visible to the naked eye, and will start next Sunday,
September 27, between 5pm and 6pm PDT time (between midnight and 1am GMT
on Monday).

The super moon, or a perigee full moon, means that the moon will seem 14
percent bigger, 30 percent brighter and fuller than usual. It happens because the
moon will be at its closest point in its orbit around the Earth.

The apocalypse is still on,
apparently — at least in a galaxy
about 3.5 billion light-years from
here.

Last winter, a team of Caltech
astronomers reported that two
supermassive black holes
appeared to be spiraling together
toward a cataclysmic collision that
could bring down the curtains in
that galaxy.

The evidence was a rhythmic
flickering from the galaxy’s
nucleus, a quasar known as PG
1302-102, which Matthew Graham
and his colleagues interpreted as
the fatal mating dance of a pair of
black holes with a total mass of
more than a billion suns. Their
merger, the astronomers
calculated, could release as much
energy as 100 million supernova
explosions, mostly in the form of
violent ripples in space-time
known as gravitational waves that

A Northern California reservoir ran dry overnight, killing thousands of fish and leaving residents
looking for answers. While a $3.5 million drought safety net at Folsom Lake finishes, a lake in another
part of the state is left high and dry. Thousands of fish lay dead in what used to be Mountain Meadows
reservoir also known as Walker Lake, a popular fishing hole just west of Susanville.

REMOTE LOCATIONS

“Everywhere that you see that’s wet, there was water,” said resident Eddie Bauer. Residents say people
were fishing on the lake last Saturday, but it drained like a bathtub overnight. Bauer has lived near this
lake his entire life. This is the first time he’s ever seen it run dry. He and other residents want

answers. Pacific Gas & Electric Company owns the rights to the water and uses it for hydroelectric
power. It’s the situation we worked hard to avoid but the reality is we’re in a very serious drought,
there’s also concerns for the fish downstream,” said spokesman Paul Moreno.

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Antibiotic Resistant Diseases Will Cause Social Breakdown,
Say Scientists

The impending failure of antibiotics to treat life-threatening diseases could cause a social and
economic “apocalypse” in Britain and throughout the first world, scientists warn.

Medical experts predict many dangerous diseases will become completely resistant to antibiotics in
the near future, causing social unrest on an unprecedented level.

The crisis could result in people barricading themselves into enclaves as the health system
collapses under the strain of chronic diseases, scientist Adam Roberts told the British Science
Festival last week.

The senior lecturer in microbial disease at University College London warned the failure of
antibiotics could result in wars and civil unrest and people fight over medical treatments.

A briefing paper prepared for the government and Wellcome Trust warns that huge advances
against diseases made possible since the discovery of penicillin could be temporary.

“Resistance to antibiotics has now become a major concern because doctors are left with fewer
effective treatments for serious and life-threatening infections,” the authors write.

“It is becoming clear that the success of conventional antibiotics may have only been temporary
and we now anticipate a long-term, generational challenge to find new therapies as fast as bacteria
become resistant to them. Worse, the search for new conventional antibiotics has become far less
productive.”

The paper states that £250 million (US$388 million) will be made available for 10 new classes of
“alternatives to antibiotics.”

cut off food stamps

WASHINGTON (AP) - A government shutdown Oct. 1 couid immaediately suspend or delay food
stamp payments to some of the 46 million Americans who receive the food aid.

The Agricuiture Department said Tuesday that it will stop providing benefits at the beginning of
October if Congress does not pass legislation to keep government agencies open.

"If Congress does not act to avert a lapse in appropriations, then USDA will not have the funding
necessary for SNAP benefits in October and will be forced to stop providing benefits within the
first several days of October,” said Catherine Cochran, & spokeswoman for USDA. "Once that
occurs, families won't be able to use these benefits at grocery stores to buy the food their
families need."

USDA on Friday sent & letter to states asking them to hold off "until further notice” on starting
the process that distributes benefits at the first of the month.

The Agriculture Department declined to give details on why the automatic funding would not
continue. In the 2013 government shutdown, food stamp dollars were not affected.

Democratic lawmakers briefed by the department said USDA does not have enough money in
reserve to pay a full month’s benefits and a partial government shutdown would affect
recipients in states that pay out their benefits at the first of the month. They said the
department had extra dollars two years ago but that this time around it does not have enough
additional reserves.

Democratic Sens. Jeff Merkley of Oregon and Debbie Stabenow of Michigan said benefits could

potentiglly be delayed even if there is 3 iast-minute agreement on a spending bill, since it could
take a few days for the department to process the money once 3 bill is enacted.
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Christians under threat in Nepal as anti-conversion law passed

An anti-conversion clause inserted into Nepal's new constitution was signed by the President yesterday, sparking

The new constitution maintains that Nepal is a secular state
and is neutral towards all religions but section 26 makes
iliegal "any act to convert another person from one religion
to another or any act or behaviour to undermine or
jeopardize the religion of another.”

The new clause, which was passed by Nepal's Constituent
Assembly (CA) and signed by the President is a violation of
international treaties.

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Human rignts lawyer Gao Zhisheng has been 'kidnapped’ by Chinese
officials afier speaking out about his alleged torture in prison,
according to China Aid.

Sources toid the Texas-based organisation that Public Security
Bureau officers arrived at the lawyer's home in Shaanxi province at
1pm on Thursday, "and began frantically searching for Gao." He had
previously told China Aid that he expected to be detained again after
giving an interview this week that detailed horrific torture at the hands
of Chinese authorities.

Speaking out for the first time in five years, 51-year-old Gao told

AP that he was tortured three times while in prison, and forced to live
in a seven metre square confinement cell for three years. A Communist propaganda message was broadcast
constantly for 62 weeks. "Those who persecuted me have used every means possible over the past nine years to
break my spirit," he said. "Life in prison was absolutely terrible on a physical ievel... When | was tortured for the first
time | was afraid, really afraid. But the second time | was not, because it's a matter of perception. Why was | not
afraid? Because | knew that fear would not heip, but cause more oppression and cruelty.”

Gao is a two-time Nobel Peace Prize nominee, best known for his work defending Falun Gong adnerents, Christians,
and other persecuted social groups. He was first illegally detained by police in August 2006. Gao was initially
sentenced to three years in prison for "subversion,' followed by a probation period of five years. During this time. he
was tortured in detention several times, including being hit with electrified batons and having a toothpick inserted info
his genitals, while the government shut down his law practice in Beijing.

Gao was then sentenced to a further three years in prison for supposedly violating the terms of his probation in 2011,
and his family were only allowed to visit twice during that time. He was eventually released in August 2014, but has
lived under near constant supervision since, in the far western region of Xinjiang. Though his wife and children now
live in the US, he refuses to seek exile abroad. "I thought about giving up and giving my time to my family, but it's the
mission God has given me,” he told AP.

A Christian man who was jailed for praying has died in Laos after he was denied vital medication.

Tiang Kwentianthong was imprisoned along with four others
after praying for healing for an elderly woman, according to
a human rights group. Tiang, who suffered from severe
diabetes, died shorily after being released because his
condition was ignored by officials.

"During his imprisonment in Savannakhet provincial prison,
Mr Tiang requested permission to be treated for his
worsening diabetic condition but the prison officials denied
his request,” a statement from the Human Rights Watcher
for Lao Religious Freedom (HRWLRF) read.

The married father of six was arrested in June 2014 in
Saisomboon village in the Savannakhet province of Laos.

He was found guilty of conducting treatment without medical authorisation after praying for the healing of an elderly

woman.

In deciding the case, the People's Court of Savannakhet province equated healing prayer with medical treatment,
which requires medical authorization from the Ministry of Health. As a result Tiang and four other Christians were

convicted of violating medical law.
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Over 1.4 million children forced to flee Boko Haram, UN says

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Over 1.4 million children have been forced to flee Boko
Haram in Nigeria, the UN's children’s agency has said.

A sharp increase in attacks has displaced half a million
children in the last five months alone, bringing the total
number of children on the run to 1.4 million, a statement
released by UNICEF on Friday said. Many of the children
are severely malnourished and are in danger of cholera as
they lack access to safe water.

"Each of these chiidren running for their lives is a chiidhood
cut short." said Manuel Fontaine, UNICEF Regional Director
for West and Central Africa, in the statement.

"It's truly alarming to see that children and women continue
to be killed, abducted and used to carry bombs."

Boko Haram are a militant Islamist group who have been trying to create an Islamic state in north-east Nigeria, run by
their own extreme interpretation of sharia law.

They have waged an insurrection for the last six years and controlied large areas of north-east Nigenia at the
beginning of 2015 where they began to implement sharia. They were pushed out by Nigerian troops with the help of
Chad, Cameroon and Niger after the abduction of over two hundred girls from a school in northern Nigeria sparked
an international campaian.

Boko Haram have now reverted to guerilla warfare, raiding villages and bombing places of worship and densely
populated spaces. A spike in the number of attacks has led to the sharp increase of children fiesing the violence.

"In northern Nigeria alone, nearly 1.2 million children — over half of them under 5 years old — have been forced to flee
their homes," the UNICEF statement read.
