A bill introduced early this month, penned by Republican

Reps. DJ Johnson of Owensboro and Wesley Morgan of
Richmond, would create state regulations for public high schools wanting to offer elective social
studies courses on Hebrew scnptures and the Bible.

Under the bill, all school districts would be expected to maintain “religious neutrality” and

accommodate “diverse religious views.”

To be sure, public schools in Kentucky are already free to study the Bible and other religious
texts, provided instruction is strictly academic and isn't a "ruse to promote religious beliefs,
according to the Kentucky Department of Education. In fact, some schools have offered Bible

literacy classes in the past as an English elective, department spokeswoman Nancy Rodnguez
said in an email

Awash in overdoses, Seattle
creates safe sites for addicts to
inject illegal drugs

Officials in Seattle on Friday approved the nation’s first “safe-injection”
sites for users of heroin and other illegal drugs, calling the move a drastic
but necessary response to an epidemic of addiction that is claiming tens

of thousands of lives each year.

The sites — which offer addicts clean needles, medical supervision and
quick access to drugs that reverse the effects of an overdose — have long
been popular in Europe. Now, with the U.S. death toll rising, the idea is
gaining traction in a number of American cities, including Boston, New
York City and Ithaca, N.Y.
