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As indicated by Rim-Sin’s rule from Larsa in the south and the extensive territory controlled by Shamsi-Adad and his
sons in the north, quite limited in size and power was the Babylon Hammurabi inherited from his father in 1848 BC.
After being king for five years Hammurabi began to attack his neighbors, capturing Isin, moving down the Euphrates to
Uruk, and expanding in other directions. When Shamsi-Adad died in 1837 he left his kingdom to his warrior son, Ishme-
Dagan, who promised to protect his weaker brother, lasmah-Adad; but the latter was almost immediately overthrown
by a nationalist Mari dynasty led by Zimri-Lim, who ruled more firmly than lasmah-Adad but continued his policies.
Zimri-Lim and Hammurabi became closely allied, assisting each other with information and even soldiers.

The earlier history of Babylonia is normally connected
to that of Sumer, the land of city-states that covered
the same part of Mesopotamia as Babylonia.

The rise of Babylonia must not be understood as
the rise of a new region and people. It rather
involved that old Sumer came under the effective
control of a single city, Babylon. Hammurabi's first
year of reign is generally considered as the beginning
of Babylonia's history, but its exact dating is
uncertain. There are 3 chronological systems for the
ancient Middle East, and according to these,
Hammurabi's first year is either BCE, 1792 BCE
or 1728 BCE. The middle of these is used by most

publications.

1. Introduction

*Mesopotamian chronology is conventionally based on texts: king lists, eponym lists, dated
documents, synchronisms, royal inscriptions, etc.” (Hunger 2009). At present the relative
chronologies of the Old Assyrian period and of the Hammurabi dynasty — together covering
about three centuries — are fairly well established (Pruzsinszky 2009). Putting this relative
chronological framework on an absolute footing has so far turned out to be quite difficult.
Present proposals for the beginning of the reign of Hammurabi range from 1848 BC (Long
Chronology, Huber ef al. 1982) to 1696 BC (Ultra Short Chronology, Gasche et al. 1998),
corresponding to an uncertainty margin of about 150 years. To avoid the confusion created by
this uncertainty and in the absence of anything better the Assyriological community has
adopted the so-called (High) Middle Chronology (Hammurabi 1 = 1792 BC) as a working
hypothesis. The Middle Chronology has served as a general historical reference frame for the
Old Babylonian period over the past half century.

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destroyed thirty-one years after Ammi-saduga’s death by the
Hittites under Murshili |. This sighting leads to not one but four
possibilities for the absolute chronology of Babylonian history at
this time: for the start of the reign of Hammurabi 1848 sc, 1792
BC, 1728 Bc, or 1696 BC; and for the fall of Babylon 1651 Bc,

1595 BC, 1531 BC, or 1499 BC. The chronological systems based
on these dates are known as high, middle, low, and ultra-low.
Not even the radiocarbon dating method can settle the dispute,
because the margin of error in the determinations is too great.
Although each system has its ardent champions, we shall follow
the low chronology, the system preferred at present by the
majority of specialists on Near Eastern chronology.

The absolute 2nd millennium BC dates resulfing from these reference points have very little academic support, and have essentially been Contents [show]
disproved by recent dendrochronology research. The middle chronology (reign of Hammurabi 1792-1750 BC) is more commaonly

accepted in academic literature. For much of the period in question, middle chronology dates can be calculated by adding 64 years to the

corresponding short chronology date {e.g. 1728 BC in short chronology comresponds to 1792 in middle chronclogy).

After the so-called "dark age" between the fall of Babylen and the rize of the Kassite dynasty in Eabylonia, absolute dafing becomes less unceriain. While exact
dates are sfill not agreed upon, the 64-year middle/short chronology gap ceases from the beginning of the Third Babylon Dynasty onward.
