Comet Swan and its 11 million mile long tail will be visible in the night sky from
tonight and you may be able to see it with the naked eye, astronomers say.

The ball of ice, discovered in April by astronomer Michael Mattiazzo from Australia,
has already passed the Earth but is getting brighter as it approaches the Sun.
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A COMET WITHIN A COMET? Comet ATLAS (C/2019 Y4) continues to amaze.
First, in March, it was supposed to become as bright as Venus. Then, in April, it
fell apart. Now, in May, it seems to have become a "comet within a comet." This
new image from Michael Jager of Jauerling, Austria shows a mini-comet with a
distinct tail inside the larger envelope of ATLAS's green atmosphere.

“This is a 35 minute exposure using my 11-inch telescope," says Jager. "l
tracked the comet as it moved among the stars. As a result, the background
stars are streaked."

Clearly, one of the fragments of ATLAS's crumbling core has sprung a tail of its
own, spewing an independent plume of gas and dust within the larger whole. An
animation made by Jager shows that the feature is not just a background star
trail. It is moving through space with the comet:

(CNN) — A law effectively decriminalizing bigamy, when two people marry
while at least one of them is already legally married, is now in effect in Utah.

For decades, bigamy was a third-degree felony, legally punishable by up to
five years in prison and up to a $5,000 fine. The new law makes it an
infraction, putting the offense on par with getting a traffic ticket.

The bill was signed into law by Gov. Gary Herbert in March and took effect
on Tuesday.

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US Navy grants first waiver for transgender service
member to serve under their preferred gender

(CNN) — The US Navy has granted a waiver allowing a transgender service
member to serve "in their preferred gender” for the first time since the military
enacted a transgender ban.

"The acting Secretary of the Navy has approved a specific request for
exemption related to military service by transgender persons and persons with
gender dysphoria," Navy spokeswoman Lt. Brittany Stephens told CNN.

Stephens added that "this service member requested a waiver to serve in their
preferred gender, to include obtaining a gender marker change in (the Defense
Enroliment Eligibility Reporting System) and being allowed to adhere to
standards associated with their preferred gender, such as uniforms and
grooming."

The GLBTQ Legal Advocates & Defenders and the National Center for Lesbian
Rights said Friday that the waiver was granted to their client, a Naval officer
who filed a lawsuit in March against the ban.

The anonymous Naval officer had served two extended tours of duty over nine
years and was facing involuntary discharge because she's transgender,
according to the complaint.
