separate species.

“It would not be correct to call our fossil ‘Homo erectus’ or ‘Homo

erectus pekinensis’; it would be best to call it ‘Homo sapiens erectus



pekinensis’. Otherwise it would appear as a proper ‘species’ different

from ‘Homo sapiens’ which remains doubtful, to say the least .

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The first specimens of Homo erectus had been found in Java in 1891
by Eugene Dubois, but were dismissed by many as the remains of a
deformed ape. The discovery of the great quantity of finds at

Zhoukoudian put this to rest and Java Man, who had initially been



named Pithecanthropus erectus, was transferred to the genus Homo

along with Peking Man

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“The discovery also settled a controversy as to whether the bones of
Java Man - found in 1891 — belonged to a human ancestor. Doubters
had argued that they were the remains of a deformed ape, but the
finding of so many similar fossils at Dragon Bone Hill silenced such
speculation and became a central element in the modern

interpretation of human evolution.”
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This interpretation was challenged in 1985 by Lewis Binford, who

claimed that Peking Man was a scavenger, not a hunter.
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“But just what had been excavated? A living site? A burial ground? A
place of ritual cannibalism? . . Peking man was represented mainly by
skulls—hardly any postcranial material. Not a pelvis or a rib. Just
skulls. And the openings at their bases, the foramen magnums, had
been widened and smashed, as if someone had wanted to scoop out

the brains.”
