I ndia’s Chandrayaan-3 lander only touched down on the Moon a month ago,
but already it's made some major contnbutions to science.

The spacecraft arnived on the satellite’s unexplored south pole on 23 August,
securing India's place as the first country to achieve this ambitious feat.

Its rover, named Pragyan (or "wisdom" in Sanskrit) then embarked on an
exploration of the rocky terrain, equipped with two instruments for conducting
chemical expenments.

And now, India‘s space agency, the ISRO, has published the ground-breaking
data collected by the bold robot.

Pragyan's findings offered a new, detailed insight into what makes up the lunar
soll.

And whilst scientists were unsurprised by the presence of iron, titanium,

Background
