Analyzing government data on nearly two million adults since 2014,
Twenge and her colleagues found that transgender identification in the general population has increased by
nearly 70%. For Americans 18-25, trans identity skyrocketed from just over half a percent of the population in
2014 to over 3% of the population in 2023. In other words, in less than a decade, the share of American young
people identifying as transgender quintupled, with the vast majority of that increase among women and
girls.
