Kraskov is the mayor of the village of Slabyn, in Ukraine’s northern Chernihiv
region. The rustic settlement - population 520 - escaped the worst of Russia’s
2022 full-scale invasion. But the war arrived last week in a new and horrible
form. Ukrainian officials say the Russians deliberately poisoned the Seym
River, which flows into the Desna. The Desna connects with a reservoir in the
Kyiv region and a water supply used by millions.

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Malaria - Ethiopia

Situation at a glance

Between 1 January and 20 October 2024, over 7.3 million malaria cases and 1157 deaths (CFR 0.02%)
were reported in Ethiopia. Malaria poses a significant public health challenge in Ethiopia, where
approximately 75% of the land mass is considered to be endemic to malaria. Around 69% of the
population residing in these areas face the risk of infection where periodic outbreaks contribute to up
to 20% of deaths among children under the age of five. Challenges remain in delivering essential
health care services, including malaria treatment, in health facilities due to access challenges and
barely functioning health facilities in areas affected by conflicts. The presence of other concurrent
disease outbreaks and humanitarian emergencies in the country further exacerbates these
challenges. WHO assesses the national risk for malaria in Ethiopia as high due to multiple factors
including the spread of Anopheles stephensi, drought and food insecurity, climate change-induced
extreme weather events and ongoing conflict. WHO assesses the regional risk as moderate due to
concurrent malaria and other vector-borne disease outbreaks in six neighbouring countries: Djibouti,
Eritrea, Kenya, Somalia, South Sudan, Sudan.

Description of the situation

Between 1 January and 20 October 2024, over 7.3 million malaria cases and 1157 deaths (CFR

0.02%) were reported in Ethiopia, the highest number of annual cases recorded in the last seven
years. Of the total cases reported in 2024, majority (95%) were laboratory-confirmed, with
Plasmodium falciparum accounting for more than two-thirds of the cases. By contrast, in 2023, 4.1
million malaria cases including 527 deaths were reported, of which Plasmodium falciparum accounted
for approximately 70% of all reported cases. Four regions accounted for 81% of the reported cases
and 89% of health facility malaria deaths in 2024: Oromia (44% cases; 667 deaths), Amhara (18%
cases; 56 deaths), Southwest (12% cases; 250 deaths) and South Ethiopia Regional State (7% cases; 45

Situation at a glance

It has been over a month since the declaration of the Marburg virus disease (MVD) outbreak in
Rwanda on 27 September 2024. As of 31 October 2024, 66 confirmed cases, including 15 deaths (CFR:
23%), have been reported including two new confirmed cases since the previous Disease Outbreak
News report. WHO continues to support the Government of Rwanda in responding to the outbreak.
Enhanced surveillance, contact tracing and infection prevention and control measures must be
maintained until the outbreak is declared over.

Description of the situation

Since the last Disease Outbreak News on this event was published on 25 October 2024, two additional
laboratory-confirmed cases of Marburg virus disease (MVD) were reported in Rwanda on 26 and 30
October respectively. These cases are known contacts of a previously confirmed case and are
currently in isolation and receiving treatment. As of 31 October 2024, 66 confirmed cases, including
15 deaths (CFR: 23%), have been reported. Among confirmed cases, 68% are males, and 45% are
adults between 30 and 39 years of age. Health workers from two health facilities in Kigali account for
almost 80% of all confirmed cases. Most cases are reported from the three districts in Kigali city.

The highest number of new confirmed cases were reported in the first two epidemiological weeks of
the outbreak with 26 cases reported in epidemiological week 39 (23 to 29 September 2024) and 23
cases in week 40 (30 September to 6 October). Following just one case reported in epidemiology
week 42 (14 to 20 October), three cases were reported in epidemiology week 43 (21 to 27 October)
and one case in week 44 (reported on 30 October).
