Over 120 countries reported cases of mpox between January 2022 to October 2024. This multi-
country outbreak of mpox has impacted all WHO regions. In September 2024, public health
professionals came together to share lessons learned and best practices gathered over the last two
years on the use of digital and analytic tools for mpox. The practice of information sharing has
proven to be critical in promoting collaboration and improving both processes and outcomes. The
health professionals were brought together at a webinar organized by the GOARN Operational
Support Team, the World Health Organization (WHO) Hub for Pandemic and Epidemic Intelligence
and the mpox Incident Management Support Team.

The mpox outbreak was declared a public health emergency of international concern (PHEIC) by WHO
in 2022. Though the PHEIC status was lifted in 2023 following a sustained drop in the number of
cases globally, in recent months, the number of mpox cases began to increase. This upsurge of Mpox
cases in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) and a growing number of countries in Africa led
WHO Director-General Dr Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus to declare a PHEIC in August 2024, marking
the second such declaration in two years concerning this disease.

Following the PHEIC declared in 2022, numerous countries and organizations employed innovative
approaches and tools to support the outbreak response. These technologies have facilitated and
supported the response, and valuable insights have been gained throughout this process.

Given the increasing number of reported cases and geographic spread in recent months, it was
important to reflect on the experiences and to share insights and lessons learned to optimize future
uses of these tools in outbreak responses.

The World Health Organization (WHO) has granted prequalification to the molecular diagnostic test
for tuberculosis (TB) called Xpert® MTB/RIF Ultra. It is the first test for TB diagnosis and antibiotic
susceptibility testing that meets WHO's prequalification standards.

Tuberculosis is one of the world's leading infectious disease killers, causing over a million deaths
annually and imposing immense socioeconomic burdens, especially in low- and middle-income
countries. Accurate and early detection of TB, especially drug-resistant strains, remains a critical and
challenging global health priority.

“This first prequalification of a diagnostic test for tuberculosis marks a critical milestone in WHO's
efforts to support countries in scaling up and accelerating access to high-quality TB assays that meet
both WHO recommendations and its stringent quality, safety and performance standards,” said Dr
Yukiko Nakatani, WHO Assistant Director-General for Access to Medicines and Health Products. “It
underscores the importance of such groundbreaking diagnostic tools in addressing one of the
world's deadliest infectious diseases.”

WHO prequalification of this test is expected to assure quality of diagnostic tests used to improve
access to early diagnosis and treatment. It complements WHO's endorsement approach, which is
grounded in emerging evidence, diagnostic accuracy, and patient outcomes alongside considerations
for accessibility and equity, with prequalification requirements on quality, safety, and performance.

The proposed curriculum
promotes gender theory and violates the privacy of the very young, prompting family and religious

associations to mobilise against it.

Even the deputy minister for education is concerned that the programme is unsuitable for children,
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
