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“Anoxic conditions” for non-native fish

It appears there is a significant loss of fish life happening out at Peanut Lake this winter, 3 phenomenon
vhich local wildlife experts say happens every so often due to low water levels and subsequently low

oxygen levels in the lake during the winter months.

The fish are generally non-native sucker species. Some Nordic skiers using the trails around Peanut Lake
this month have observed the dead or dying fish, and concerned citizens have reached out to Colorado
Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and the Crested Butte News about the situation. CPW confirmed there is a mass
die-off (winter kifl) happening in the lake, which also occurred in 2016.

“Today while Nordic skiing just north of the Gronk, I noticed a raven investigating an unfrozen area next to
the trail by Peanut Lake,” wrote Patty Zishka in an email to the €8 News last week. “Upon a further look, 1
saw many adult and thousands of tiny fish that were dead or dying.”

CPW southwest region public information officer John Livingston said they have been hearing from others
vho have also observed the fish kill at Peanut Lake this year. “This situation is nearly identical to one we

had around this same time during the 2015/16 winter,” said Livingston, “Impacted fish species we've

found are fathead minnows and white suckers (both are non-native to this area).” He noted that CPW does
not stock any fish at Peanut Lake.

President-elect said European NATO members are much more affected by
Ukraine conflict than the US but still spend less on defense

NATO countries should start spending 5% of
their GDP on defense, US President-elect
Donald Trump said on Tuesday. European
members of the US-led military bloc, he told a
press conference, continue to spend “only a
tiny fraction” of what Washington spends on
defense, even though they are more affected
by the ongoing conflict between Moscow and
Kiev.

“It should be 5%, not 2%, " Trump told
journalists at his Florida estate, referring to the
spending threshold set by the bloc for its
members. Some countries in the organization
“have taken advantage of us,”the US
president-elect said, repeating the statements
he made during his first presidential term,
when he pushed fellow NATO states to spend
more on defense, arguing that the US would not protect them in case of a foreign aggression otherwise.

On Tuesday, Trump also spoke about a disparity in defense spending between various member countries. According to him,
Washington was spending “billions and billions of dollars more ... than Europe.” The president-elect then argued that the
economy of the European NATO members combined is of a “similar size”to that of the US, adding that “they can all afford”
an increase in defense spending.

German Economy Minister Robert Habeck has
rejected US President-elect Donald Trump's
proposal for NATO members to raise defense
spending to 5% of GDP.

Kiev is ready to fill the vacant seat if Budapest throws in its lot with Russia, the
Ukrainian Foreign Ministry has claimed

Ukraine is ready to take Hungary's place in the
European Union, the Foreign Ministry in Kiev
said on Wednesday. Budapest recently blasted
Ukraine for blocking the transit of natural gas
from Russia to the European Union.

Earlier this week, Hungarian Foreign Minister
Peter Szijjarto accused Kiev of creating
“artificially reduced supply,” emphasizing that
its unilateral decision to stop the transit of
Russian gas, coupled with EU sanctions, had
sent prices soaring.

“If the Hungarian side prioritizes strengthening

of Russia instead of the EU and the US, it

should openly admit it,” the Ukrainian Foreign

Ministry said in a statement. “Ukraine will be

ready to fill any vacant seat in the EU and
NATO, if Hungary decides to vacate it in favor of membership in the CIS or the CSTO.”

The CIS, short for the Commonwealth of Independent States, is a bloc uniting several post-Soviet countries. The CSTO, or
Collective Security Treaty Organization, is a military alliance that currently includes Russia, Belarus, Armenia, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan.

Ukraine chose not to prolong a five-year transit contract with Russia’s Gazprom at the end of 2024, cutting off several EU
member states from Russian gas supplies, including Romania, Poland, Hungary, Slovakia, Austria, Italy, and Moldova. The
halt immediately sent prices in the region soaring to more than €50 per megawatt hour, a level unseen since October 2023.

The restrictions target two major Russian producers, along with what Washington
calls a “shadow fleet” transporting the country’s oil

The US Treasury Department on Friday
announced a fresh round of sanctions against
Russia, imposed in conjunction with the UK.
The restrictions target Russia’'s oil industry,
including two major producers — Gazprom Neft
and Surgutneftegaz — as well as their
subsidiaries and entities providing various
services to both oil companies, including
insurance and transportation.

“The United States is taking sweeping action
against Russia's key source of revenue,”
Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen said in a
statement accompanying the announcement.
“With today'’s actions, we are ratcheting up the
sanctions risk associated with Russia’s oil
trade, including shipping and financial
facilitation in support of Russia’s oil exports.”

The Treasury also issued a determination allowing American authorities to impose sanctions against “any person determined
fo operate or have operated in the energy sector” of Russia.

Beijing blasts EU over trade restrictions

The Chinese Ministry of Commerce has accused Brussels of selectively enforcing
its regulation governing foreign subsidies

Beijing has accused the EU of imposing unfair
trade barriers on Chinese companies in the
latest rift in commercial relations between the
two economic heavyweights.

In a statement issued on Thursday, the
Chinese Commerce Ministry said the practices
adopted by the bloc in its foreign subsidy
Investigations against Chinese enterprises
constitute trade and investment barriers.

It follows an investigation ordered by Beljing in
July last year, coming in response to Brussels'
probes into whether Chinese government
subsidies for electric vehicles (EV) producers
were undermining EU competition.

The ministry's findings highlighted “selective
enforcement” of the EU's Foreign Subsidies Regulation as a major concern, adding that the criteria set by EU lawmakers for
determining foreign subsidies is “quasi-ambiguous.” The investigative process “imposes a heavy burden on Chinese
enterprises,” as they are obliged to provide a large amount of information.

The investigative procedure “is not open and transparent”and contributes to uncertainty surrounding the participation of
companies targeted by the probes. At the same time, enterprises are threatened with fines if they refuse to cooperate,
according to the ministry.
