The US played a crucial but secret role in
helping Ukraine develop its drone industry
following Kiev's disastrous counteroffensive in
2023, officials have told the New York Times,
citing information that has been declassified by
the administration of President Joe Biden.

Washington reportedly provided financial and
technical assistance 1o Kiev's drone program,
the sources have told the outlet. While the US
had publicly admitted sending billions of dollarg
in missiles, air defense systems, tanks and
training, details about support in other areas
remained under wraps.

A tranche of some $1.5 billion paid in

September 2024, reportedly allocated direct

financial aid to drone manufacturers,
intelligence-sharing, and collaboration between American technology firms and Ukrainian producers.

US National Security Adviser Jake Sullivan also said in a statement on Thursday that US involvement had “a real strategic
impact”on the battlefield, as drones have become central to Ukraine’s defense strategy.

Zelensky wants more weapons before
lowering conscription age

Kiev's Western backers continue to pressure the Ukrainian government to address
manpower shortages

Kiev could consider further lowering the
conscription age, but only after the country
receives sufficient military equipment from its
international sponsors, Ukrainian leader
Vladimir Zelensky signaled during a meeting
with German Defense Minister Boris
Pistorius on Tuesday.

According to Zelensky, ensuring that all
soldiers are adequately equipped must take
priority before expanding the conscription
base. He emphasized that the country's armed
forces face acute shortages of essential
equipment, including armored vehicles and
artillery, rather than personnel, as reported by
Ukrainian media

“We have more than 100 brigades on the

battlefield, and each of them needs to be fully
staffed every day. But we are constantly facing shortages — especially in armored vehicles, artillery, and other necessary
equipment,” he said, highlighting that many units are struggling due to frequent equipment failures and ongoing maintenance
Issues.

China has slammed the US over its latest
artificial intelligence (Al) export control
restrictions, describing them as an “obstacle
strategy” aimed at depriving Beljing and other
nations of their right to technological progress.

Guo Jiakun, spokesperson for the Chinese

imposing hierarchy in the Al field based on

fundamental purpose is to deprive a large
number of developing countries, including China, of the right to technological progress and development.”

His remarks followed the release by US President Joe Biden's administration of an “interim final rule on artificial intelligence
diffusion” which, the White House said, is designed to help “thwart smuggling,” close loopholes, and raise Al security
standards.

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Russia bans meat imports from EU

The restrictions have been announced due to an outbreak of foot-and-mouth
disease in Germany

Russia's food safety watchdog
(Rosselkhoznadzor) has banned imports of
meat from the EU due to the risk of foot-and-
mouth disease (FMD). In a statement released
on Friday, the watchdog announced that
imports and transit of the products through
Russian territory to third countries will be
prohibited starting January 20.

The embargo comes after Germany reported
its first outbreak of FMD in nearly 40 years last
week, in a herd of water buffalo in the
Brandenburg region near Berlin. Officials in
Germany have since implemented a 3km
exclusion zone and a 10km monitoring zone.

FMD is a contagious viral disease of animals

such as cattle, sheep, goats, and pigs.
Symptoms include fever, sores, blisters, and reluctance to move or eat. The animals are often slaughtered to contain
outbreaks.

The detection of the outbreak has prompted German meat import bans by multiple countries, including Australia, Argentina,
South Korea, the UK, Canada, and Mexico.

Shipments of the super-chilled fuel reportedly surged after pipeline gas transit
through Ukraine stopped, the outlet reports

The EU's imports of liquified natural gas (LNG)
from Russia surged at an unprecedented rate
in the first two weeks of the year, Politico
reported on Thursday, citing data tracked by
commodities data provider Kpler.

In the first 15 days of 2025, EU member states
reportedly purchased 837,300 metric tons of
the super-chilled gas from Russia, marking an
all-time high, up from the 760,100 tons
recorded during the same period in 2024.

Imports surged shortly after Ukraine refused to

extend a five-year transit contract with Russian

energy giant Gazprom at the end of 2024,

cutting off member states like Romania,

Poland, Hungary, Slovakia, Austna, Italy, and

Moldova from the flow of pipeline natural gas
from Russia.

US President Joe Biden has commuted the
prison terms of nearly 2,500 non-violent drug
offenders, setting a record for the most
pardons and clemencies issued by an
American president.

The commutations will apply to individuals
“‘who are serving disproportionately long
sentences compared o the sentences they
would receive today under current law, policy,
and practice,"the White House said in a
statement on Friday.

lengthy sentences based on distinctions

between crack and powder cocaine, and

‘outdated sentencing enhancements for drug

crimes, "the statement explained.
